The mechanical flowmeter used to record the flow of water into the upflow sodium fluoride saturator at Triangle Station 

failed and is not worth repairing. We are investigating other flow measurement and analog recording options now and 

hope to have a solution in place within a couple of weeks. 

We had a critical failure of our primary SCADA server in mid December. The motherboard failed. The after action 

review of that incident led to a different data backup plan for our systems and the acquisition of replacement SCADA 

servers which should be here within three weeks. The failure was on the hard drives which could not be reused in a 

different computer due to specific RAID configuration on the drives. Our systemic improvements will prevent this from 

recurring. I've included a chart of the impacted data but can't state with certainty the gallons used of sodium 

hypochlorite and Calciquest on December 15, 16 and 17.
